Helpful Definitions:
1) Vulnerability: Refers to how susceptible systems are to adverse effects of climate change or climate variability, including socio-economic aspects.   Use chart below to determine whether vulnerability is low, moderate or high.
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2) Adaptive Capacity: Is the ability of a system to adjust to climate change (including climate variability and extremes) to moderate potential damages, to take advantage of opportunities, or to cope with the consequences.


a) Low: Actions are difficult and costly


b) Moderate: Actions possible with some disruptions and/or costs


c) High: Actions possible with minimum disruptions and cost

3) Risk: Severity of an event v. likelihood of an event
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
